FIRST ORDER OF BUSINESS Roll Call

Mr. Flint called the meeting to order and called the roll.

SECOND ORDER OF BUSINESS Public Comment

There being none,

THIRD ORDER OF BUSINESS Approval of Minutes of the February 25, 2026
Meeting

On MOTION by Mr. Morgan seconded by Mr. Forbes with all in
favor the Minutes of the February 25, 2026 Meeting were approved
as presented.

FOURTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Resolution 2026-05
Finalizing the Series 2026 Bonds
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Mr. Flint: Item 4 is Resolution 2026-05 which finalizes the assessments for the Series 2026
bonds. Jay did you want to present the resolution and I'll go over the Supplemental Methodology?

Mr. Lazarovich: This resolution is just bringing down the amount set in the delegation
resolution to the final number which is $10,030,000. Everything was executed and recorded for
the closing.

Mr. Flint: This is just a formality after the bonds are priced. You had previously adopted a
delegation resolution that delegated the authority to go ahead and price and close on the bonds and
this is just the final assessment resolution bringing the assessments down to the amount that was
actually levied. Attached to the resolution is your Engineer’s Report and the Final Supplemental
Assessment Methodology, it should be. It says ‘Preliminary’ but that should indicate ‘Final’. That
report reflects the actual pricing if you look at page 11 of the supplemental report which is page
48 of the agenda you can see that the par amount is $10,030,000 and the construction funds are
less than that after the other costs are deducted. We'll make sure that the final version of the

supplemental gets included in the records.

On MOTION by Mr. Morgan seconded by Mr. Forbes with all in
favor Resolution 2026-05 Finalizing the Series 2026 Bonds was
approved, subject to including the Final Supplemental Assessment
Methodology report as Exhibit B.

FIFTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Resolutions Approving the
Conveyance of Real Property and
Improvements

Mr. Flint: The next item is three resolutions dealing with conveyance of real property and

improvements. Jay, do you want to present these?

A. Resolution 2026-06 — Wellness Ridge Phase 4
Mr. Lazarovich: Related to the bonds that we just closed that is Assessment Area 3, it

included Phases 4 and 6. We had been alerted that the Phase 4 improvements are completed and
ready for turnovers, so we prepared the necessary conveyance documents. You’ve seen these
before, but this is a Special Warranty deed to turn over the property and a Bill of Sale to turn over
the infrastructure improvements. We also included an Agreement Regarding Taxes and an Owner's
Affidavit as well as a Certificate of the District Engineer signing off that all the improvements

were prepared and constructed in accordance with the plans. We would just look for a motion to
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approve these in substantially final form. We are mandated title review so once we get the title in,
we'll just do a quick review and then be able to finalize these documents.

Mr. Morgan: Before we can convey the property to the CDD, has it been conveyed from
the land bank to Lennar yet?

Mr. Lazarovich: I don't believe so yet, we wouldn't record it until that was complete.

Mr. Mogan: Do I need to run point on that? Because I know it's a private entity to a private
entity, so we can't use CDD attorneys, but do you know if anybody's doing that or going to?

Mr. Lazarovich: I'm not sure if they ordered the title so if it hasn't been turned over, that
should be done before prior to us recording.

Mr. Morgan: I’ll make sure that’s done.

Ms. Dudley: I'm currently working on transferring all tracks from the land bank to Lennar.

Mr. Morgan: Thank you, Michelle.

Mr. Forbes: Is this Phase 4 and 6 or just Phase 4, because Phase 6 is not complete yet?

Mr. Flint: This is just for Phase 4.

Mr. Lazarovich: We’ll bring another one back for 6.

Mr. Flint: And 1B and 3 assuming if any of those have not been from transferred from the
land bank to Lennar, they need to be done too.

Mr. Forbes: 1B definitely would be without question because that’s already been
transferred to homes and 3 also has to be transferred.

Mr. Lazarovich: I'll just quickly touch on those, Resolutions 2026-07 and -08 are related
to Phase 1B which is Assessment Area 1 and then Phase 3 which is Assessment Area 2. This is
just cleaning up the paper trail; I do believe that these have been transferred to Lennar title but will
confirm that. We just wanted to get it cleaned up so that there is a proper conveyance from Lennar

to the CDD.

On MOTION by Mr. Morgan seconded by Ms. Dazzo with all in
favor Resolution 2026-06 Approving Conveyance of Real Property
and Improvements in Wellness Ridge Phase 4.

B. Resolution 2026-07 — Wellness Ridge Phase 1B

On MOTION by Mr. Morgan seconded by Mr. Forbes with all in
favor Resolution 2026-07 Approving Conveyance of Real Property
and Improvements in Wellness Ridge Phase 1B.
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C. Resolution 2026-08 — Wellness Ridge Phase 3

On MOTION by Mr. Morgan seconded by Mr. Forbes with all in
favor Resolution 2026-08 Approving Conveyance of Real Property
and Improvements in Wellness Ridge Phase 3.

SIXTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Series 2026 Requisition #1
Mr. Flint: We're working with the District Engineer on Requisition #1 for Assessment

Area 3. That would consist of the completed improvements in Phase 4 and potentially water and
sewer in Phase 6. Board approval is not required in advance of processing the requisition, we have
it on the agenda in the event it was final. The conveyances which are assumed in the prior
resolution are required to process the requisition so we would ask to authorize up to the amount of

the construction account approval for Requisition #1.

On MOTION by Mr. Morgan seconded by Ms. Dazzo with all in
favor Series 2026 Requisition #1 was approved in an Amount Not to
Exceed amount in the construction account.

SEVENTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Shared Use Agreement with
the Wellness Ridge Homeowner’s Association
Mr. Flint: Next item is consideration of a Shared Use Agreement with the Wellness Ridge

Homeowner’s Association for use of the maintenance building that's located in the area of the
clubhouse amenity. My understanding is it was always contemplated when those facilities were
designed that this would be a shared use facility, regardless of ownership of the facility, to the
benefit of the community by allowing the landscape contractors for the HOA and the CDD to
collocate the space. It actually benefits the residents of the communities because the maintenance
companies are not trailering in equipment to do the mowing and maintenance in the community.
This is drafted agreement that was prepared by Counsel, I handed out a preliminary diagram
detailing how the space will be delineated. My understanding is there are some permitting issues
associated with the improvements that would be required to rip this space up. We can have Board
discussion, or you can approve it in substantial form and bring back a final version.

Brief discussion ensued between the Board members regarding the diagram.

Mr. Flint: This is conceptual at this point, and the agreement would be substantial form. If
the Board was inclined, you could approve it in substantial form with the understanding that the

exhibit will be finalized and non-substantial changes would be made to the final.
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Mr. Forbes: Is there a term?

Mr. Lazarovich: Right now, we have it for a 10-year term with automatic 10-year renewals.

Mr. Forbes: Is there any cost to the CDD or HOA?

Mr. Lazarovich: No, there shouldn’t be. We have included the standard language regarding
insurance, indemnity and provisions.

Mr. Flint: It’s a two-party agreement, so the HOA would need to review it.

Mr. Forbes: What would happen to the maintenance of the building? I just didn’t know if
the CDD shared it, how that would work?

Mr. Morgan: It’s a maintenance building, it doesn’t need to be maintained.

Mr. Forbes: Once we get the final form, we will have to deal with it.

On MOTION by Mr. Morgan seconded by Mr. Forbes with all in
favor the Shared Use Agreement with the Wellness Ridge
Homeowner’s Association was approved in substantial form.

EIGHTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Consideration of Proposal from Frank Polly
Sod, Inc. for Wellness Way Phase 3
Mr. Flint: Item 8 is a proposal from Frank Polly Sod for Wellness Way Phase 3. We are

in the process of preparing a bid document to bid out all of landscaping, but in the interim, we do
need to add Phase 3 to the existing agreement to ensure that it's maintained. Alan?

Mr. Scheerer: This is to add Phase 3 improvements that are currently ready to be maintained
by the District. There is, on the map that I created, I did inadvertently highlight lot 1029. I've given
Counsel an updated map that basically just omitted that. That actual tract to OS-64 is the purple
tract behind the lot, I inadvertently highlighted green as part of the maintenance.

Mr. Morgan: What does purple mean?

Mr. Scheerer: It's the rec center. I try to differentiate rec center from stormwater. Alleyways
are this weird pink looking color. This Phase 3 amount was contemplated in the 2026 budget, and
we do have areas that are readily maintained and paid for by the District.

Mr. Morgan: That’s just the green?

Mr. Scheerer: Yes, sir. The green and the ponds are part of that rec tract.

Mr. Forbes: Do you have a map like this for all of them?

Mr. Scheerer: Yes.

Mr. Forbes: Can you provide a copy of each one of those?
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Mr. Scheerer: Yes, sir. I'm also working on the master map for the RFP.

Mr. Forbes: I’ll work with Yannick to make sure that it’s correct and that we’re on the
same page.

Mr. Flint: I think John has a more recent version of that map and I think it would be helpful
for him to circulate his last version and we work off that one.

Mr. Scheerer: For the RFP, that's going to be critical because we're going to have future
areas on the RFP, like Phase 6 and there's some areas of Phase 4 that aren't quite landscaped yet.

And then later I'll ask you a question about Phase 5.

On MOTION by Mr. Morgan seconded by Ms. Dazzo with all in
favor the landscape maintenance proposal with Frank Polly Sod, Inc.
for Wellness Way Phase 3 in the amount of $6,950 per month was
approved.

NINTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Discussion of Non-Resident Use of Dog Park

Mr. Flint: We had a resident express concern about non-residents using the dog park. As
the board knows, the CDD is a government entity so all the common spaces, the non-HOA
amenities that are owned by the CDD are open to the public. The public park spaces, the
playgrounds, the dog parks, all those currently are open to the public. I think the resident expressed
a desire to want to see them limited to resident use only, which is a little unusual. There is a process
where the CDD can adopt a non-resident user fee but that's typically only seen when the CDD
owns an active recreation space, like a clubhouse, a pool, tennis course, those sorts of things. Not
typically in a situation where CDD only owns things like dog parks and playgrounds, because of
lack of enforcement capabilities. I wanted to bring this to the Board's attention that there was
concern expressed about non-residents using the dog park but as we stand now, all those,
recreational CDD owned amenities are open to the public. If you went to downtown Orlando and
walked around Lake Eola, that's owned by the City of Orlando. That's a government entity and it's
a public park. I don't know if the Board has any desire to look into the non-resident user fee at this
point or just take that under future consideration.

Mr. Forbes: I think we have to see what type of use is happening. Right now, technically,
one person is complaining.

Mr. Morgan: If it’s really happening, or just somebody from Phase 3 walking over to Phase
1B.
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Mr. Forbes: I think time is needed to understand it.

Mr. Morgan: There is no way to regulate it.

Ms. Dazzo: You could put a fence with a gate up.

Mr. Forbes: That is a way in which you could do it. You could easily do that. Then you
could tie it in with a key code and you could make it where residents have access.

Ms. Dazzo: How high is the fence?

Mr. Forbes: Four feet. But then you could jump the fence with a dog. I think you could
look and see if there's any real problem. This could be just one person that the resident brought up.
Mr. Scheerer: Like you said, it could be somebody just driving over from Phase 2.

Mr. Forbes: I wouldn't do anything in this particular time. That would be my opinion.
Mr. Flint: We had it on the agenda for Board discussion and it sounds like you want to wait

and see if there’s really a valid issue, so we’ll bring this back in the future if needed.

TENTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Staff Reports
A. Attorney
Mr. Flint: Staff Reports. Jay?

Mr. Lazarovich: Not too much this month. We did have the City Council meeting yesterday
regarding the extension of contraction petition. It was just the first reading, which was to move
forward so, the second reading/public hearing is set for April 14", That's all I have for the Board

this month.

Mr. Prowell: I’1l recap a couple of things we talked about for clarity to the Board. We’re

working on pay requisition #1, we just need talk through what we can initially include to pay. We
will work with Jay on the Phase 1B, 3 and 4 conveyances. We are working through the list of
improvements and plats for that. We do have a draft of the maintenance map completed through
Assessment Area 3. Will get that sent out in the next day or so.

Mr. Flint: That will be great, because as Alan mentioned, we will need that for the RFP for

landscaping.

C. District Manager’s Report
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i.  Approval of Check Register
Mr. Flint presented the check register from February 1, 2026 through March 16, 2026 and

Board compensation in the amount of $996,139.31.

Mr. Morgan: What are all the individual SECO Energy amounts? I don’t remember seeing
those.

Mr. Forbes: Streetlights.

Mr. Morgan: We’re paying the individual streetlights to Duke?

Mr. Scheerer: That’s the lease.

Mr. Morgan: That’s the lease. But then the power is through SECO? We’re paying that
much a month to lease?

Mr. Flint: It’s unusual in this case. Usually, the entity that's providing the streetlights is
also the power provider and it all comes on one bill. But in this situation, SECO provides the
electricity and Duke provides the streetlights.

Mr. Morgan: The City of Clermont, they don’t have power. Is that the water?

Mr. Flint: Yes.

On MOTION by Mr. Morgan seconded by Ms. Dazzo with all in
favor the check register was approved.

ii. Balance Sheet and Income Statement
A copy of the financials was included in the agenda package. No Board action was

required.

iii. Presentation of Arbitrage Rebate Calculation Report for the Series 2024
Bonds
Mr. Flint: The Arbitrage Rebate Calculation Report for the Series 2024 Bonds. You

retained AMTEC to do this calculation annually and it's just to demonstrate we're not earning more
interest than we're paying. You can see we have a negative net rebateable arbitrage of $44,000.

So, there's no arbitrage issues. Any question on the report? If not, is there a motion to accept?

On MOTION by Mr. Morgan seconded by Mr. Forbes with all in
favor the Arbitrage Rebate Calculation Report for the Series 2024
Bonds was accepted.

D. Field Manager’s Report
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Mr. Scheerer: We touched on the biggest thing, which was that Phase 3. We are working
on the RFP, and we'll be bringing that back at the next meeting. Site visits are ongoing. I did get
some proposals from Frank Polly for freeze damage in Phases 1A and 1B, those were approved so
they can go through and start changing out any of the dead or damaged plants. We're going to be
presenting budgets here soon, so I guess my question is, and this ties to the RFP, is Phase 5 going
to be online whatsoever for Fiscal Year 20277

Mr. Forbes: There will be the wall and another entry sign there as well. That will mimic
the one on the South side of the road. So really that's what you'll be dealing with is making the
landscaping wall. My understanding is, at this point, there's no to be going vertical in there at that
time.

Mr. Scheerer: So, no landscaping along the front of the wall?

Mr. Forbes: Yes, it will mimic the other side.

Mr. Scheerer: We’ll have a little bit of landscaping over that that we need to make sure that
we’re funding for, and irrigation.

Mr. Forbes: The length of Phase 5 along Wellness Way will have a wall and right-of-way
landscaping.

Mr. Flint: This is all conceptual and subject to pending approval of the boundary
amendment.

Brief discussion ensued.

Mr. Scheerer introduced Karly Chambers as a new GMS employee.

ELEVENTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Other Business

A. Resident Correspondence
Mr. Flint: We did include an email in the agenda going out from a resident in Wellness

Ridge, addressed to me, and he requested that these inquiries be included in the public record of
the next board meeting. I'll just go through and address the issues. The first section is entitled
“administrative fees for anticipated bonds”. He's referring to the proposed build-out budget, which
as part of the expansion process, there was a request from the City of Clermont to understand what
the impact of the boundary expansion would be on the O&M assessments for the District. As a
result, we prepared a build-out budget showing with the expansion compared to the amended 2026
budget. I assume Mr. Fumasi is looking at the build-out budget with the expansion area, assuming

that gets approved. He references the Trustee fees, which in the amended FY2026 budget are
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$13,500, and then in the build-out budget, it's $22,500. It’s apparent from his e-mail that he
believes these are one-time "Loan application and set up fees." That's not what these are. When
the District issues bonds, the Master Trust Indenture designates a Trustee, the Trustee holds the
bond funds. They're basically the gatekeeper between the CDD and the bondholders. There are
annual fees that are paid to the Trustee, per bond issue. These are not one-time fees, they are
ongoing annual fees. The current budget anticipates three bond issues, and we just issued the third
one. We've got Assessment Area 1, which is Phase 1; Assessment Area 2, which is Phases 2 and
3; and now we have Assessment Area 3, which is Phases 4 and 6. Those three bond issues comprise
the $13,500 in the current budget. The build-out budget, because we weren't sure if there were
going to be one additional or two additional bond issues, we included an allowance for two
additional bond issues. The $22,500 that you see in the build-out budget with The Sanctuary
included anticipates there are five bond issues at $4,500 each. The District is required to have a
Trustee per the Master Trust Indenture.

Mr. Forbes: Those have all been included in the budgets, right?

Mr. Flint: Yes, and you’ll see it go up per bond issue by $4,500. We have three bond issues
totaling the $13,500. They’re all driven. The same thing with the dissemination fees and with the
arbitrage fees. Those are all driven by the number of bond issues we have. The more bond issues,
the higher those fees are going to be, and they are annual reoccurring fees. The second issue was
dealing with landscape and utility surges. I haven't verified the math, but he says there was a 354%
increase to $669,840. Again, as the District grows and develops, additional areas come online and
they have to be budgeted for.

Mr. Morgan: And we receive additional assessments to pay for those.

Mr. Flint: Right. The current landscape maintenance budget is $537,840. That number was
trued up for what we're actually maintaining right now and what we project the expenses will be
through 9/30/26. The build-out budget for landscape maintenance, is $924,240 and that includes
all six phases and The Sanctuary which would include Leisurely Way and the stormwater ponds.
It is just an estimate out in the future. These are all expenses that will increase over time as more
areas come online. The MSTU revenue issue. There is an MSTU revenue and there is an MSTU
expense that offset each other. If the expenses are not incurred, the revenue is not realized. If the
County decides they don't want to fund the District to do certain things, the District will not be

incurring expenses to do those things. This is not necessarily a negative issue, it’s a budget issue

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and we've got offsetting revenue and expenses. Those were the main items in his e-mail and I just
wanted to get those in the minutes.

Mr. Morgan: Thank you.

Limiting where they can or cannot be used

Or even prohibiting their use within the community

I would also like to emphasize that having clear rules is extremely important. Unfortunately, children often do not have the
maturity to safely operate these vehicles. | have personally witnessed them riding at high speeds and crossing streets without

looking, which creates a serious risk of accidents due to unsafe behavior.

For this reason, | believe it is essential to ensure that appropriate guidelines are in place to protect everyone in the community,
especially young children.

Dear HOA Board / Management Team,

| am writing to formally report a serious safety incident that occurred within the condominium premises and to request
immediate action.

On 04/01/2026, my baby was struck by an adolescent riding an electric bicycle in a common area of the community,
specifically near the playground. This area is primarily intended for young children and families, where safety should be
an absolute priority.

Fortunately, despite the incident and the distress caused, my baby is currently well. However, | must express my deep
concern regarding the level of risk involved. Situations like this could have easily resulted in far more serious
consequences, especially considering the vulnerability of young children.

This incident raises serious concerns about the use of electric bicycles (and other motorized devices) in shared spaces,
particularly in areas designed for children. The operation of such devices at speed in environments like playgrounds

presents a clear and unacceptable risk to residents.

Given the seriousness of this matter, | respectfully request:

Formal clarification of the current rules regarding the use of electric bicycles, scooters, and other motorized devices

An immediate review of these guidelines and, if necessary, the implementation of stricter regulations, particularly in
areas frequented by children;

Clear restrictions for locations such as playgrounds and pedestrian-priority areas;

My intention is to ensure that our community remains a safe and secure environment for all residents, especially for
children, and to prevent situations like this from occurring again—or from resulting in more severe outcomes in the
future.

General Provisions

The Board of Supervisors (the “Board”) of the District reserves the right to amend, modify,
or delete, in part or in their entirety, these Policies when necessary, at a duly noticed
Board meeting. However, in order to change or modify rates or fees beyond the increases
specifically allowed for by the District’s rules and regulations, the Board must hold a duly
noticed public hearing on said rates and fees.
a. The District Manager shall have the authority to institute temporary amendments,
modifications, or other measures necessary for efficient and safe operation of the
Amenity Facilities until consideration by the Board at the next duly noticed Board
meeting.
Disregard for rules or policies may result in the District taking any and all actions permitted
under Florida law including, but not limited to, seeking trespass violations with local
enforcement and exercising the District’s powers pursuant to Chapter 190, Florida Statutes.
All hours of operation, including holiday schedules, of the Amenity Facilities will be established
and published by the District Manager (unless otherwise specified herein).
The District’s Amenity Facilities are not attended. Patrons using the District’s property, including
the District’s Amenity Facilities, do so at their own risk.
Fireworks of any kind are not permitted on any property owned by the District, including the
Amenity Facilities.
Only District employees or contracted vendors are allowed in service areas of the Amenity
Facilities.
The District Manager shall have the authority to waive strict application of any of these Policies
when prudent, necessary or in the best interest of the District and Patrons. Such a temporary
waiver of policy by the District Manager shall not constitute a continuous, ongoing waiver of said
policy, and the District Manager reserves the right to enforce all of these policies at any time he
or she sees fit.
Smoking is not permitted at any of the Amenity Facilities.
No alcohol may be consumed, sold, or served on any Property owned by the District, including at the
Amenity Facilities.
Patrons shall treat all District staff members with courtesy and respect.
Children must be attended to at all times while utilizing the Amenity Facilities.
The District Manager must approve performances and contracted entertainment on any
property owned by the District, including at any Amenity Facility, in advance using the
reservation guidelines provided in the Reservation Form available on the District website or
from District staff.
Commercial advertisements shall not be posted or circulated in the Amenity Facilities. Petitions,
posters or promotional material shall not be originated, solicited, circulated or posted on any
property owned by the District, including the Amenity Facilities.
The property owned by the District, including the Amenity Facilities, shall not be used for
commercial purposes without written permission from the District Manager. The term
“commercial purposes” shall mean those activities that involve, in any way, the provision of
goods or services for compensation or advertising.
To the extent permissible under Florida law (Florida law shall prevail in the event of a conflict):
firearms or any other weapons are prohibited in the Amenity Facilities during any Board meeting,
and as otherwise prohibited in accordance with Florida law.

District Staff reserves the right to authorize all programs and activities, including the
number of participants, equipment and supplies usage, facility reservations, etc., at all
Amenity Facilities in accordance with the policies established by the Board. The District
Manager also has the right to authorize management-sponsored events and programs to
better service the Patrons, and to reserve any Amenity Facilities for said events (if the
schedule permits).



17. Loitering (the offense of standing idly or prowling in a place, at a time or in a manner not usual
for law-abiding individuals, under circumstances that warrant a justifiable and reasonable alarm
or immediate concern for the safety of persons or property in the vicinity) is not permitted at
any Amenity Facility.

18. All Patrons shall abide by and comply with any and all federal, state and local laws and
ordinances while present at or utilizing any property of the District, including the Amenity
Facilities, and shall ensure that any guest or minor for whom they are responsible also complies
with the same. In the event of any conflict between a provision herein and Florida law, Florida law
shall prevail. The District is permitted to take any and all available actions under Florida law to
ensure compliance with the provisions herein.

2. Loss or Destruction of Property or Instances of Personal
Injury

1. Each Patron shall assume sole responsibility for his or her property. The District and its
contractors shall not be responsible for the loss or damage to any private property used or
stored on or in any of the Amenity Facilities.

2. Patrons shall be liable for any property damage and/or personal injury at the Amenity Facilities,
or at any activity or function operated, organized, arranged or sponsored by the District or its
contractors, which is caused by the Patron or the Patron’s guest or family member(s). The
District reserves the right to pursue any and all legal and equitable measures necessary to
remedy any losses it suffers due to property damage or personal injury by a Patron.

3. Any Patron or other person who, in any manner, makes use of or accepts the use of any
apparatus, appliance, facility, privilege or service whatsoever owned, leased or operated by the
District or its contractors, or who engages in any contest, game, function, exercise, competition
or other activity operated, organized, arranged, or sponsored by the District, either on or off the
Amenity Facilities’ premises shall do so at his or her own risk, and shall hold the Amenity
Facilities’ owners, the District, the Board of Supervisors, District employees, District
representatives, District contractors and District agents harmless from any and all loss, cost,
claim, injury, damage or liability sustained or incurred by him or her, resulting therefrom and/or
from any act of omission of the District, or their respective operators, supervisors, employees
representatives, contractor or agents. Any Patron shall have, owe and perform the same
obligation to the District and their respective operators, supervisors, employees,
representatives, contractors and agents hereunder with respect to any loss, cost, claim, injury,
damage or liability sustained or incurred by any Guest or family member of such Patron.

3. General District Amenity Facility Policy

All Patrons using the Amenity Facilities are expected to conduct themselves in a responsible, courteous and safe
manner, in compliance with all policies and rules of the District governing the Amenity Facilities. Violation of the
District’s policies and/or misuse or destruction of Amenity Facility equipment may result in the suspension or
termination of District Amenity Facility privileges with respect to the offending Patron in accordance with District
Policies.

Hours: The District Amenity Facilities are available for use by Patrons during normal operating hours to be
established and posted by the District and Field Manager.

Emergencies: After contacting 9-1-1 if required, all emergencies and injuries on District property must be
reported to the District Manager by phone: (407) 841-5524.



Please note that certain Amenity Facilities are unattended facilities.
Persons using the Amenity Facilities do so at their own risk.

4, Electronic Bicycles, Electric Scooters and Other Micromobility
Devices

The District recognizes that the use of e-bikes, e-scooters, motorized skateboards, and any other battery-powered,
electric-powered, or motor-assisted personal mobility device may be used by residents within the community;
however, to protect the health, safety and welfare of all residents and guests within the District, and in accordance
with Florida Statutes, the following rules shall apply to such use on, over or through District-owned property:

1. E-bikes, e-scooters, and similar battery powered micromobility devices designed for personal transportation
may not be used on any District-owned [green spaces, playgrounds or similar recreation tracts]. The use of
any e-bikes, e-scooters, and similar battery powered micromobility devices shall be limited to District-
owned shared-use paths, trails and sidewalks, in accordance with the following:

a.

Pedestrians shall have the absolute right-of-way at all times. Operators of e-bikes and e-scooters
must yield to pedestrians, runners, children, strollers, pets, and all other traffic.
Any person operating e-bikes, e-scooters, and similar battery powered micromobility devices on
shared pathways shall yield to pedestrians and provide an audible signal before passing them.
The speed of e-bikes, e-scooters, and similar battery powered micromobility devices on sidewalks
or pedestrian-designated areas shall not exceed more than 10 miles per hour when a pedestrian
is within 50 feet.
No person under the age of 16 years may operate an e-bike or e-scooter on District property
unless directly supervised by a parent, legal guardian, or other responsible adult.
Reckless or unsafe operation is strictly prohibited, including but not limited to:

e  excessive speeding

e having more than one rider on such devices

e abruptly crossing streets or intersections without stopping and observing traffic

e  operating while distracted, including use of headphones or mobile devices

e  stunts, wheelies, racing, or similar hazardous conduct
E-bikes and e-scooters may not be parked, left unattended, or stored in a manner that obstructs
sidewalks, paths, Amenity Facility entrances, or emergency access routes.
E-bikes and e-scooters are strictly prohibited within pools, playground areas and any other areas
designated by signage or by District staff.

The restrictions set forth herein shall apply to all District-owned or District-controlled property, including but not limited

to:

* shared-use paths

* sidewalks adjacent to District property

e parks and open space areas

* clubhouse and parking lot areas

e playground and pool areas

* all other Amenity Facilities

Any person operating such device(s) in violation of the rules herein may be directed to immediately cease use and leave
the premises. Violations may result in suspension or termination of Amenity privileges. Violations or refusal to comply
may also be referred to local law enforcement.

This section shall not apply to authorized District personnel, contractors, law enforcement, or emergency responders
operating equipment in the course of official duties.

Shared-Use Paths

Wellness Ridge Community Development District offers shared-use paved paths used by a range of non-
motorized travelers. Generally, these paths are most frequently used by pedestrians but are also used by
runners, joggers, strollers, pet-walkers, or by people-powered equipment such as bicycles, big wheels, scooters,
skateboards, roller skates, roller blades, etc.

No motorized vehicles (i.e., off-road motorbikes, dirt bikes, mini dirt bikes, dune buggys, ATVs, golf
carts), other than maintenance vehicles and those micromobility devices within Section 4 herein,
may be used on District paths, trails or sidewalks at any time. Any such motorized vehicle will be
reported to the local Police Department. Pedestrians, pets, and people-powered equipment
such as strollers, bicycles, scooters, skateboards, big wheels, roller skates, roller blades and
skateboards are allowed on paths and trails, including certain micromobility devices in
accordance with the terms herein.

lllegal motorized vehicles on paths, trails, or sidewalks will be reported to the Clermont Police
Department. Disregard for rules or policies may result in expulsion from the Amenity Facilities
and/or loss of Amenity Facility privileges in accordance with the Suspension and Termination
Rules.

Hours of Use: paths and trails are open Dawn to Dusk.

Patrons should stay on paths and trails; trespassing on private residential property is illegal.
Patrons should keep to the right, unless passing.

Patrons should yield to oncoming traffic.

Bicycle users should yield to pedestrians and use proper path and trail etiquette such as using bells
to warn pedestrians when passing.

Patrons should not travel more than two abreast.

Patrons should not stand or stop in middle of the path or trail.

Playground Area

The outdoor areas of Wellness Ridge Community Development District are maintained for the use of
the public. The policies below adhere to any and all outdoor spaces.

The playground area is available for use by the public on a first-come, first-serve basis.

1. The playground is open from Dawn to Dusk.

2. No alcohol may be consumed, sold, or served at any Amenity Facilities including
outdoor spaces.

3. Patrons shall comply with all posted signage.

4. Bikes, rollerblades, skateboards and equipment with wheels are prohibited for
use within the parks.

5. Nochalking or marking any outdoor areas.

6. Pets must be kept on leash and Patrons must pick up and dispose of pet
waste in appropriate receptacles.

7. Profanity, fighting or disruptive behavior will not be tolerated.

Smoking is not permitted in public spaces.

9. Amplified sound systems and DJs are prohibited unless it is part of a program
approved by the District.

10. Patrons must clean up after themselves and dispose of trash in
the appropriate receptacles.

11. Removal of any furniture, equipment or items owned by the District is prohibited.

12. All other general facility rules apply.

7. Dog Park(s)

Dog parks are available within Wellness Ridge, for the enjoyment of the public and their four-
legged friends.

Dog Parks are open Dawn to Dusk

Use of Dog Park is at your own risk.

Patrons are legally responsible for the behavior of their dogs at all times.

Dogs must be leashed while entering and exiting the park.

Dog waste must be cleaned up by their owners immediately.

The dog park may only be reserved for a community approved program or event. All

g. Patrons must be within the dog park and supervising their dog with leash readily
available.
h. Dog handlers must be at least 16 years of age (if a guest) or 14 years of age (if a
resident).
Patrons shall comply with all posted signage.
Aggressive dogs must be removed immediately.

k. Dogs should be under voice control.

I.  Dog handlers must not allow their dog to dig holes or otherwise destroy or damage any
equipment or landscaping.

m. Human food is prohibited at the dog park.

n. Dogfood and treats are prohibited at the dog park.

0. Glass containers are prohibited at the dog park.

p. Female dogs in heat are prohibited at the dog park.

g. Puppies under four months are prohibited at the dog park.

r. Patrons must use caution when bringing toys, Frisbees, and balls to the park, as this may

solicit protective and territorial behavior that may result in fighting.

s. Asacourtesy to others, dog owners should properly vaccinate and pest treat their dogs
before they use any shared facilities such as the dog park.

t.  All other general facility rules apply.

8. Lakes, Ponds, and Natural Areas Within District

The lakes and ponds throughout the community are designed and maintained for the health of the stormwater
management system and for the visual enjoyment of our community.

No fishing is permitted in District-managed bodies of water. Patrons shall not trespass on private property of
another resident or enter any prohibited service areas for District staff or maintenance personnel.

It is important to note that these bodies of water are habitats to wildlife (including alligators) living within our
community. Anyone near said water bodies are there at their own risk. District waterbodies may be deep and
those nearby District waterbodies are there at their own risk.

No swimming or wading are allowed in any body of water.

No watercrafts of any kind are allowed in any body of water except for lake/pond maintenance vehicles. Any
violation of this policy will be reported to local authorities.

The following is the policy statement of the District as it regards to the natural tree protection, wetland and
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upland buffer areas that are scattered in large numbers throughout the District. The policy statement is
consistent with the policies of other governments including Lake County, City of Clermont and the St. Johns River
Water Management District (SJRWMD) as it regards their natural, conservation tree protection and wetland
conservation/preservation areas:

The natural areas are not intended to be maintained. These areas are to be left untouched to allow for nature to
take its normal course. Vegetation that dies including, but not limited to, trees, are left to fulfill their role in
nature’s process.

Trees, within or immediately adjacent to these areas, that have died and appear to pose a threat of falling and
damaging an abutting property owner’s property may be addressed by the abutting property owner after
securing permission to remedy the situation from the District and all required permits from all authorities having
jurisdiction including Lake County, City of Clermont and SJRWMD. Such abutting property owner must initially
contact the District for permission to address the removal or remediation of the threatening situation and shall
then be responsible for any needed permitting or review by Lake County, City of Clermont and/or SIRWMD.
Permitted trimming and/or removal, where warranted, shall be done at the expense of the abutting property
owner. The goal is to minimize disturbance these areas.

In the event that a tree does fall onto another’s property, that property owner has the right to cut back or limb the
tree as necessary to their individual property line. The rest of the tree is to be left as-is. This would also pertain to
normal maintenance, which would allow an owner to trim back any encroaching vegetation to their property line. No

one is allowed to encroach into the nature areas for any reason, from maintenance to placement of personal
property, of any kind.

9. Wildlife and Contacts

In the event of an emergency situation, please call 911.
Please do not disturb or agitate wildlife encountered while in the community.

For any stray domestic animals, please contact Lake County Animal Services for assistance.

THIS AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made and entered into this __day of

Wellness Ridge COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT, a local unit of special-
purpose government established pursuant to Chapter 190, Florida Statutes, located
in Lake County, Florida, whose mailing address is ¢/o Governmental Management
Services — Central Florida, LLC, 219 East Livingston Street, Orlando, Florida 32801
(the “District”), and

, INC., a Florida Corporation, whose mailing and principal
address is (“Contractor”).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the District was established for the purpose of planning, financing,
constructing, operating and/or maintaining certain infrastructure, including landscaping and
irrigation; and

WHEREAS, the District has a need to retain an independent ¢ontractor to provide landscape
and irrigation maintenance services for certain lands within and around the District; and

WHEREAS, Contractor submitted a proposal and represents that.itd$ qualified, willing and
capable to serve as a landscape and irrigation maintenance contractor and provide such services to
the District.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual eovenants contained in this Agreement,
it isiagréedithat Contractor is hereby tetained, authorizedsandiinstructed by the Districtto perform
in accordance with the following covenants and conditions, which both the District and Contractor
have agreed upon:

1. INCORPORATION OF RECITALS. The recitals stated above are true and correct and
by this reference are incorporated herein as a material part of this Agreement.

2. CONTRACTOR OBLIGATIONS.

A. Scope of Services. Contractor shall provide the services described in the
Scope of Services attached hereto as Exhibit A (“Work”™), for the areas identified in the
Landscape Maintenance Map attached hereto as Exhibit B (“Landscape Maintenance
Area”), both of which are incorporated herein by this reference. Contractor acknowledges
and agrees that the Landscape Maintenance Area may be reasonably adjusted, in the sole
discretion of the District, to accurately reflect areas of the Work actually being performed,
which adjustments shall not result in change in the price for the Work as reflected in
Contractor’s fee summary attached hereto as Exhibit C (“Fee Summary”) and
incorporated herein by this reference. Should any work and/or services be required which
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are not specified in this Agreement or any amendments, addenda, or change orders but
which are nevertheless necessary for the proper provision of services to the District, such
work or services shall be fully performed by Contractor as if described and delineated in
this Agreement. In the event of any conflict between the terns in this Agreement and the
terms in any of the exhibits attached hereto, the terms in this Agreement shall control.

B. Acceptance of Site. By executing this Agreement, the Contractor agrees
that the Contractor was able to inspect the site prior to the execution of this Agreement,
and that the Contractor agrees to be responsible for the care, health, maintenance, and
replacement, if necessary, of the existing landscaping, in its current condition, and on an
“as 1s” basis.

The District shall designate in writing
a person to act as the District Representative with respect to the Work to be performed
under this Agreement. The District Representative shall have complete authority to
transmit instructions, receive information, interpret and define the District’s policies and
decisions with respect to materials, equipment, elements, and systems pertinent to
Contractor’s services, including the Work.

i. The District hereby designates the District Manager or his or her
designee, to act as the District Representative.

ii. They, District shall have the right tochange its designated
Representative with written notice to Contractor.

ii. Contractor agrees to meet with the District’s representative no less
than bi-weekly to walk the property and discuss conditions, schedules, and items of
concern regarding this Agreement and to providegammonthly written report
summarizing, at minimum, the/Workperformed during the month, any issues
and/or areas of concern and the schedule of Work to be performed for the upcoming
month.

iv. Contractor agrees to attend the regularly scheduled meetings of the
Board of-Supervisors 'of thedDistrict, upon requests

H. Deficiencies. Contractor shall identify and promptly notify the District
Representative of any deficient areas by written communication, including any
explanations of proposed actions to remedy such deficiencies. Upon approval by the
District Representative, the Contractor shall take such actions as are necessary to address
the deficiencies within a reasonable time period specified by the District Representative,
or if no time is specified by the District, within three (3) days and prior to submitting any
invoices to the District. Contractor and the District recognize that time is of the essence
with this Agreement and that the District will suffer financial loss if the deficiencies are
not timely addressed. Should the Contractor fail to address any deficiencies within the time
set forth by the District Representatives, the District shall have the rights to, among other
remedies available at law or in equity, fine the Contractor one hundred dollars
($100.00) per day; to withhold some or all of the Contractor’s compensation under this
Agreement; and to contract with outside sources to perform necessary work with all
charges for such services to be reimbursed by Contractor or deducted from the Contractor’s
compensation.

L. Compliance with Laws. The Contractor shall keep, observe, and perform
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all requirements of applicable local, state and federal laws, rules, regulations, ordinances,
permits, licenses, or other requirements or approvals. Further, the Contractor shall notify
the District in writing within five (5) days of the receipt of any notice, order, required to
comply notice, or a report of a violation or an alleged violation, made by any local, state,
or federal governmental body or agency or subdivision thereof with respect to the services
being rendered under this Agreement or any act or omission of the Contractor or any of its
agents, servants, employees, or material men, or appliances, or any other requirements
applicable to provision of services. Additionally, the Contractor shall promptly comply
with any requirement of such governmental entity after receipt of any such notice, order,
request to comply notice, or report of a violation or an alleged violation.

J. Safety. Contractor shall provide for and oversee all safety orders,
precautions, and programs necessary for the Work. Contractor shall maintain an adequate
safety program to ensure the safety of employees and any other individuals working under
this Agreement. Contractor shall comply with all OSHA standards. Contractor shall take
precautions at all times to protect any persons and property in performing the Work,
utilizing safety equipment including but not limited to bright vests and traffic cones.

K. Environmental Activities. The Contractor agrees to use best management
practies, consistent with presently accepted industry standards, with respect to the storage,
handling and use of chemicals (e.g., fertilizers, pesticides, ete.) and fuels. The Contractor
shall keep all equipment clean (e.g., chemical sprayers) and properly dispose of waste.
Further, the Contractor shall immediately notify the District of any chemical or fuel spills.
The Contractor shall be responsible for any enyironmental cleanup, replacement of any turf
or plants harmed from.echemical burns, and correcting any other harm resulting from the
Work to be performed by Contractor.

L. Payment of Taxes; Procurement of Licenses and Permits. Contractor shall
pay all taxes requited by law in connection with the Work, ineluding sales, use, and similar
taxes,«and shall secure all licenses and permits necessary for proper completion of the
Work, paying the fees therefore and ascértaining that thépermits meet all reqairements of
applicable federal, state and local laws or requirements.

M.  Subcontractors. Contractor shall not assign any portion of the Work to
subcontractors without prior, written approval of the District. In the event any portions of
the Work are assigned to subcontractors, Contractor shall be responsible for the satisfactory
performance of such work by subcontractors. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed
to create a contractual relationship between any subcontractor and the District.

N. Independent Contractor Status. In all matters relating to this Agreement,
Contractor shall be acting as an independent contractor. Neither Contractor nor employees
of Contractor, if there are any, are employees of the District under the meaning or
application of any Federal or State Unemployment or Insurance Laws or Old Age Laws or
otherwise. Contractor agrees to assume all liabilities or obligations imposed by any one or
more of such laws with respect to employees of Contractor, if any, in the performance of
this Agreement. Contractor shall not have any authority to assume or create any obligation,
express or implied, on behalf of the District and Contractor shall have no authority to
represent the District as an agent, employee, or in any other capacity, unless otherwise set
forth in this Agreement.
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3. COMPENSATION; TERM.

A. Term. The term of this Agreement shall be from October 1, 2026 to
September 30, 2027 (“Year 1), unless terminated earlier in accordance with the terms of
this Agreement. Thereafter, this Agreement will automatically renew in additional, one
(1) year terms, for up to four (4) additional annual renewals, unless terminated earlier in
accordance with the terms of this Agreement.

B. Compensation. As compensation for the Work, the District agrees to pay
Contractor an amount not-to-exceed per year for Year 1, all in accordance with the Fee
Summary attached hereto as Exhibit X. Compensation for the Work in subsequent renewal
years shall be in accordance with the with the Fee Summary attached hereto as Exhibit X.

C. Additional Work. Should the District desire that the Contractor provide
additional work and/or services relating to the District’s landscaping and/or irrigation
systems (e.g., additional services or services for other areas not specified in this
Agreement), such additional work and/or services shall be fully performed by the
Contractor after prior approval of a required Work Authorization. The Contractor agrees
that the District shall not be liable for the payment of any additional work and/or services
unlessithe District first authorizes the Contractor to perform such additional work and/or
services through an authorized and fully executed Work Authorization, a form of whichiis
attached ‘hereto as Exhibit X. The Contractor shall be compensated' for such agreed
additional work and/or services based upon a payment amount deriyed from the prices set
forth in the Contractor’s Fee Summary attached hereto as/Exhibit X. If pricing for any
such additional work, er‘services is not/specifically provided for in the exhibits hereto,
Contracton agrees to negotiate in good faith on such pricing. Nothing herein shall be
construed to requite the District to use the Contractor for any such additional work and/or
services, and the District reserves the right to retain a different contractor to perform any
additional work and/or services.

D. Payments by the District. The Contractor shall maintain records
conforming to usual accounting practices. Further, the Contractor agrees to render monthly
invoices to the District, in writing, which shall be delivered or mailed to the District by the
fifth (5th) day of the next succeeding month. Each monthly invoice shall contain, at a
minimum, the District’s name, the Contractor’s name, the invoice date, an invoice number,
an itemized listing of all costs billed on the invoice with a description of each sufficient for
the District to approve each cost, the time frame within which the services were provided, and
the address or bank information to which payment is to be remitted. Consistent with
Florida’s Prompt Payment Act, section 218.70, et seq., Florida Statutes, these monthly
invoices are due and payable within forty-five (45) days of receipt by the District.

E. Payments by Contractor. Subject to the terms herein, Contractor will
promptly pay in cash for all costs of labor, materials, services and equipment used in the
performance of the Work, and upon the request of the District, Contractor will provide
proof of such payment. Contractor agrees that it shall comply with Section 218.735(6),
Florida Statutes, requiring payments to subcontractors, material men, suppliers or laborers
be made within ten (10) days of receipt of payment from the District. The District may
require, as a condition precedent to making any payment to Contractor, that all
subcontractors, material men, suppliers or laborers be paid and require evidence, in the

form of Lien Releases or partial Waivers of Lien, to be submitted to the District by those
subcontractors, material men, suppliers or laborers, and further require that Contractor
provide an affidavit relating to the payment of said indebtedness. Further, the District shall
have the right to require, as a condition precedent to making any payment, evidence from
Contractor, in a form satisfactory to the District, that any indebtedness of Contractor, as to
services to the District, has been paid and that Contractor has met all of the obligations
with regard to the withholding and payment of taxes, Social Security payments,
Workmen’s Compensation, Unemployment Compensation contributions, and similar
payroll deductions from the wages of employees.

4. TERMINATION. The District agrees that the Contractor may terminate this
Agreement for cause by providing sixty (60) days’ written notice of termination to the District;
provided, however, that the District shall be provided a reasonable opportunity to cure any failure
under this Agreement. The Contractor agrees that, notwithstanding any other provision of this
Agreement, and regardless of whether any of the procedural steps set forth in Section 2(H) of this
Agreement are taken, the District may terminate this Agreement immediately for cause by
providing written notice of termination to the Contractor. The District shall provide thirty (30)
days’ written notice of termination without cause. Any termination by the District shall not result
in liability for consequential damages, lost profits, or any other damages or liability. However,
upon any termination of this Agreement by the District, the Contractor shall'be entitled to payment
for all Work and/or services rendered up until the effective termination of this Agreement, subject
to whatever claims or off-sets the District may have against the Contractor. "On a default by
Contractor, the District may elect/not to terminate the Agreement, and instead to demand that
Contractor cure any failure constituting default and make appropriate deduction or revision to the
payment to become due to Cenfractor. Furthermore, the District reserves the right to pursue any
and all available remedies undet the law, including but'not limited to equitable and legal remedies
and withhold payment pending outcome of such dispute.

5. INSURANCE.

A. Insurance Required. Before commencing any Work, the Contractor shall
furnish the District with a Certificate of Insurance evidencing compliance with the
requirements of this section. No certificate shall be acceptable to the District unless it
provides that any change or termination within the policy periods of the insurance
coverage, as certified, shall not be effective within thirty (30) days of prior written notice
to the District. Insurance coverage shall be primary and written on forms acceptable to the
District. Additionally, insurance coverage shall be from a reputable insurance carrier,
licensed to conduct business in the State of Florida, and such carrier shall have a Best’s
Insurance Reports rating of A-VII. The procuring of required policies of insurance shall
not be construed to limit Contractor’s liability or to fulfill the indemnification provisions
and requirements of this Agreement.

B. Types of Insurance Coverage Required. Contractor or any subcontractor
performing the work described in this Agreement shall maintain throughout the term of
this Agreement the following insurance:

i Worker’s Compensation Insurance in accordance with the laws of
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the State of Florida. In the event the Contractor has “leased” employees, the
Contractor or the employee leasing company must provide evidence of a Minimum
Premium Workers’ Compensation policy, along with a Waiver of Subrogation in
favor of the District. All documentation must be provided to the District at the
address listed below. No contractor or sub-contractor operating under a worker’s
compensation exemption shall access or work on the site.

ii. Employer’s Liability Coverage with limits of at least $1,000,000
(one million dollars) per accident or disease.

ii. Commercial General Liability Insurance covering Contractor’s
legal liability for bodily injuries, property damage, contractual, products and
completed operations, and personal injury, with limits of not less than $2,000,000
per occurrence, and further, including, but not being limited to, Independent
Contractors Coverage for bodily injury and property damage in connection with
subcontractors’ operation.

iv. Automobile Liability Insurance for bodily injuries in limits of not
less than $2,000,000 combined single limit bodily injury and for property damage,
providing coverage,for any accident @rising out 6for resulting from the operation,
maintenance, or use by Contractor of any owned, non-owned, or hired automobiles,
trailers, or other equipment required to be licensed.

V. Umbrella Excess Liability Insurance to cover any liability in excess
of the limits of coverage already required and with limitssof at least $1,000,000 per
occurrence and $1,000,000 on aggregate.

C, Additional Insured. All policies required by this Agreement, with the
exception of Workers’ Compensation, or unless specific approval is given by the District,
are to_be written on an occurrence basis, and shall name the District, and its supervisors,
officers, staff, agentsy=employeessfands representatives=as additional insuved (with the
exception of Workers’ Compensation insurance) as their interest may appear under this
Agreement. Insurer(s), with the exception of Workers’ Compensation on non-leased
employees, shall agree to waive all rights of subrogation against the District and its
supervisors, officers, staff, agents, employees, and representatives.

D. Sub-Contractors. Insurance requirements itemized in this Agreement and
required of the Contractor shall be provided on behalf of all sub-contractors, if any and if
approved, to cover their operations performed under this Agreement. The Contractor shall
be held responsible for any modifications, deviations, or omissions in these insurance
requirements as they apply to sub-contractors.

E. Payment of Premiums. The Contractor shall be solely responsible for
payment of all premiums for insurance contributing to the satisfaction of this Agreement
and shall be solely responsible for the payment of all deductibles and retentions to which
such policies are subject, whether or not the District is an insured under the policy.

F. Notice of Claims. Notices of accidents (occurrences) and notices of claims
associated with work being performed under this Agreement shall be provided to the
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Contractor’s insurance company and to the District as soon as practicable after notice to
the insured.

G. Failure to Provide Insurance. The District shall retain the right to review,
at any time, coverage, form, and amount of insurance. If the Contractor fails to have
secured and maintained the required insurance, the District has the right (without any
obligation to do so, however), to secure such required insurance in which event, the
Contractor shall pay the cost for that required insurance to the District and shall furnish,
upon demand, all information that may be required in connection with the District’s
obtaining the required insurance. If Contractor fails to pay such cost to the District, the
District may deduct such amount from any payment due the Contractor.

6. INDEMNIFICATION.

A. The Contractor shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless, the District, the
District’s Board of Supervisors, District staff and the District’s agents, officers, employees,
contractors, and representatives from and against any and all liability, actions, claims,
demands, loss, damage, injury, or harm of any nature whatsoever, arising from the acts or
omissions of Contractor, or the Contractor’s officers, directors, agents, assigns, employees,
subcotitractors, or representatives.

B. Obligations under this section shall include the payment of all settlements,
judgments, damages, liquidated damages, penalties, fines, forfeitures, back pay, awards, court
costs, mediation costs, litigation expenses, attorney fees, paralegal fees (incurred in court, out
of court, on appeal; ot indbankruptcy procgedings), or other amounts of any kind.

C. The Contractor agrees thatmothing in this Agreement shall serve as or be
construed/as a waiver of the District’s or its staff, supervisors or consultant’s limitations on
liability contained in Section 768.28, Florida Statutes, or other law. Any subcontractor retained
by the/Contractor/ shall acknowledge the same in writing, and it shall be Contractor’s
responsibility tossecuressuch acknowledgments. Fartherynothingtherein shall besconstrued to
limit or restrict the District’s rights against the Contractor under applicable law.

D. In any and all claims against the District or any of its agents or employees by
any employee of the Contractor, any subcontractor, anyone directly or indirectly employed by
any of them, or anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable, the indemnification
obligation under this Agreement shall not be limited in any way as to the amount or type of
damages, compensation or benefits payable by or for the Contractor or any subcontractor under
Workmen’s compensation acts, disability benefit acts, or other employee benefit acts.

E. It is understood and agreed that this Agreement is not a construction contract
as that term is referenced in Section 725.06, Florida Statutes, and that said statutory provision
does not govern, restrict or control this Agreement

7. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

A. Default and Protection Against Third-party Interference. A default by
either party under this Agreement shall entitle the other to all remedies available at law or
in equity, which may include, but not be limited to, the right of damages, injunctive relief,
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and/or specific performance. The District shall be solely responsible for enforcing its rights
under this Agreement against any interfering third party. Nothing contained in this
Agreement shall limit or impair the District’s right to protect its rights from interference
by a third party to this Agreement.

B. Custom and Usage. 1t is hereby agreed, any law, custom, or usage to the
contrary notwithstanding, that the District shall have the right at all times to enforce the
conditions and agreements contained in this Agreement in strict accordance with the terms
of this Agreement, notwithstanding any conduct or custom on the part of the District in
refraining from so doing or due to oversight; and further, that the failure of the District at
any time or times to strictly enforce its rights under this Agreement shall not be construed
as having created a custom in any way or manner contrary to the specific conditions and
agreements of this Agreement, or as having in any way modified or waived the same.

C. Successors. This Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and be binding
upon the heirs, executors, administrators and successors of the parties to this Agreement,
except as expressly limited in this Agreement.

D. Assignment. Neither the District nor Contractor may assign this Agreement
without, the pridtWwritténrapproval of the other. Any purported assighment without'such
written‘approval shall be void.

E. Headings for Convenience| Only. The |descriptive headings in this
Agreement are for convenience only and shall neither control nor/affect the meaning or
construction of any of the'provisions of this Agreement.

F. Attorneys’ Fees. In theevent that either| the District or Contractor is
required to enforce this Agreement by Court proceedings ot otherwise, then the prevailing
party shall be entitled to recover all fees and costs incurred, including reasonable attorneys’

fees, paralegal fees and costs for/trial, alternative dispute resolution, or/ appellate
proceedings.

G. Agreement. This instrument, together with its Exhibits, shall constitute the
final and complete expression of this Agreement between the District and Contractor
relating to the subject matter of this Agreement. All prior agreements regarding the matters
provided herein are hereby superseded and replaced by this Agreement. The Exhibits
attached herein are incorporated to the extent that it clarifies certain terms of the
Agreement, and to the extent there are any inconsistencies or conflict between this
instrument and the Exhibits, this instrument shall control.

H. Amendments. Amendments to and waivers of the provisions contained in
this Agreement may be made only by an instrument in writing which is executed by both
the District and Contractor.

I. Authorization. The execution of this Agreement has been duly authorized
by the appropriate body or official of the District and Contractor, both the District and
Contractor have complied with all the requirements of law, and both the District and
Contractor have full power and authority to comply with the terms and provisions of this
instrument.
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J. Notices. All notices, requests, consents and other communications under
this Agreement (“Notices™) shall be in writing and shall be delivered via hand delivery,
mailed by United States certified mail, or by overnight delivery service, to the parties, as
follows:

Except as otherwise provided in this/Agreement, any Notice shall be deemed received only upon
actual delivery at the address set forth above. Notices delivered after 5:00 p.m. (at the place of
delivery) or on a non-businesssday, shall be deemed teceived on the next business day. If any
time for giving Notice contained in this Agreement would otherwise expire on a non-business
day, the Notice period shall be extended to the next succeeding business day. Saturdays, Sundays,
and legal holidays recognized by the United States government shall not be regarded as business
days. [Counsel for the District and counsel for/Contractor may deliver Notice on behalf of the
District and Contractor. Any party or other person to whom Notices ate to be sent or copied may
notify the other parties and addressees of any change in name or address to which Notices shall be
sent by providing the same on five (5) days written notice to the parties and addressees set forth
herein.

K. Third Party Beneficiaries. This Agreement is solely for the benefit of the
District and Contractor and no right or cause of action shall accrue upon or by reason, to
or for the benefit of any third party not a formal party to this Agreement. Nothing in this
Agreement expressed or implied is intended or shall be construed to confer upon any
person or corporation other than the District and Contractor any right, remedy, or claim
under or by reason of this Agreement or any of the provisions or conditions of this
Agreement; and all of the provisions, representations, covenants, and conditions contained
in this Agreement shall inure to the sole benefit of and shall be binding upon the District
and Contractor and their respective Representative, successors, and assigns.

L. Controlling Law; Venue. This Agreement and the provisions contained in
this Agreement shall be construed, interpreted, and controlled according to the laws of the
State of Florida. Parties consent to and agree that the exclusive venue for any litigation

arising out of or related to this Agreement shall be in a court of appropriate jurisdiction in
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and for Lake County, Florida.

M.  Public Records. Contractor understands and agrees that all documents of
any kind provided to the District in connection with this Agreement may be public records,
and, accordingly, Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable provisions of Florida law
in handling such records, including but not limited to section 119.0701, Florida Statutes.
Contractor acknowledges that the designated public records custodian for the District is
TBD (“Public Records Custodian”). Among other requirements and to the extent
applicable by law, Contractor shall 1) keep and maintain public records required by the
District to perform the service; 2) upon request by the Public Records Custodian, provide
the District with the requested public records or allow the records to be inspected or copied
within a reasonable time period at a cost that does not exceed the cost provided in Chapter
119, Florida Statutes; 3) ensure that public records which are exempt or confidential, and
exempt from public records disclosure requirements, are not disclosed except as authorized
by law for the duration of the contract term and following the contract term if Contractor
does not transfer the records to the Public Records Custodian of the District; and 4) upon
completion of the contract, transfer to the District, at no cost, all public records in
Contractor’s possession or, alternatively, keep, maintain and meet all applicable
requirements for retaining public records pursuant to Florida laws. When such public
recordsiare transferred by Centractor, Contractor shall destroy any duplicate public records
that are'exempt or confidential and exempt from public records disclosure requirements.
All records stored electronically must be provided to the District in‘a format that is
compatible with Microsoft Word or Adobe PDE formats.

N. Severability. The invalidity or unenforceability of any one or more
provisions of this Agreement shall not affect the validity or enforceability of the remaining
portions of this Agreement, or any part of this Agreement not held to be invalid or
unenforceable.

0. Arm’s Length Transaction. This Agreement has been negotiated fully
between the District and Contractor as an arm's length transaction. The District and
Contractor participated fully in the preparation of this Agreement with the assistance of
their respective counsel. In the case of a dispute concerning the interpretation of any
provision of this Agreement, the parties are each deemed to have drafted, chosen, and
selected the language, and any doubtful language will not be interpreted or construed
against any party.

P. Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in any number of
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counterparts, each of which when executed and delivered shall be an original; however, all
such counterparts together shall constitute, but one and the same instrument.

Q. Scrutinized Companies Statement. Contractor certifies that it is not in
violation of Section 287.135, Florida Statutes, and is not prohibited from doing business
with the District under Florida law, including but not limited to Scrutinized Companies
with Activities in Sudan List or Scrutinized Companies with Activities in the Iran
Petroleum Energy Sector List. If Contractor is found to have submitted a false statement,
has been placed on the Scrutinized Companies with Activities in Sudan List or the
Scrutinized Companies with Activities in the Iran Petroleum Energy Sector List, or has
been engaged in business operations in Cuba or Syria, or is now or in the future on the
Scrutinized Companies that Boycott Israel List, or engaged in a boycott of Israel, the
District may immediately terminate this Agreement.

E-Verify.

(a) The Contractor shall comply with and perform all applicable provisions and
requirements of Section 448.095, Florida Statutes and Section 448.09(1), Florida Statues.
Accordingly, beginning on the Effective Date, to the extent required by Section 448.095, Florida
Statutes, the Ceontractor shallentoll with and use/the United States Department of Homeland
Security’s E-Verity system to verify the work authorization status of all newly hired employees.
The District may terminate this Agreement immediately for cause if there is a‘good faith belief
that the Contractor has knowingly violated Section 448.091, Florida Statutes.

Contractor shall maintain a ¢opy of such affidavit for the duration of the agreement and
providerarcopy to the District upon request: In the event that the'District has a gooddfaith belief
that a subcontractor has knowingly violated Section 448.095, Florida Statutes, but the Contractor
has otherwise complied with its obligations hereunder, the District shall promptly notify the
Contractor. The Contractor agrees to immediately terminate the agreement with the subcontractor
upon notice from the District. Further, absent such notification from the District, the Contractor or
any subcontractor who has a good faith belief that a person or entity with which it is contracting
has knowingly violated Section 448.09(1), Florida Statutes, shall promptly terminate its agreement
with such person or entity.

(c) By entering into this Agreement, the Contractor represents that no public
employer has terminated a contract with the Contractor under Section 448.095(2)(c), Florida
Statutes, within the year immediately preceding the date of this Agreement.

Contractor certifies that in entering into this
Contract, neither it nor any of its officers, directors, executives, partners, shareholders, employees,
members, or agents who are active in the management of the entity, nor any affiliate of the entity,
meets any of the Prohibited Criteria, and in the event such status changes, Contractor shall
immediately notify the District.

LANDSCAPE SCOPE OF WORK

The work for the landscape maintenance is to include the furnishing of all labor, materials, equipment,
accessories, and services necessary or incidental to meet the requirements outlined in this scope below.
The intention is to sustain all turf and plant materials in a healthy, vigorous growing condition, free from
weeds, diseases, insects, and nutritional deficiencies as well as a completely operational irrigation
system. All associated planted areas are to be kept in a continuous healthy, neat, clean and debris free
condition for the entire life of the contract. The below scope is divided into “elements” to define the
elements involved and required in the maintenance of the property.

GENERAL SERVICES- COMPONENT “A”

Turf Maintenance

Turf maintenance is defined as all mowing, edging, trimming and cleanup of lawn areas. In the
event it becomes necessary to make a change in the mowing schedule for any reason, the CDD
Management must be notified prior to adjustment of schedule. Mowing during inclement weather
will not alleyiate the ‘contractor of responsibility for damage caused by the mowing of wet areas.

Mowin

Prior to mowing, remove and dispose of mormal litter and|debris from all landscape areas.
Contractor will not run ewver litter with mowers.

St. Augusting, Bahiajand Bermuda turf shall be mowed weekly during the growing season from
April 1st through September30th and bi~weekly during the winter season. It is understood that
the contragtor may be required to periodically add or delete mowing cycles based on weather or
other factors with the consent of the CDD Management. Contractor should anticipate 42 mows
annually for all common areas.

St. Augustine and Bahia turf shall be cut with rotary mowers to maintain a uniform height. Bahia
will be cut between 3.5” and 4.5”. St Augustine will be cut between 4.5” and 5.5”. Mowing
blades shall be kept sufficiently sharp and properly adjusted to provide a cleanly cut grass blade.
Variation in the mowing pattern shall be carried out when possible so as to not rut or cause paths.

Dry ponds and pond bottoms will be mowed 26 times a year.

Bermuda turf shall be mowed with a reel mower at a height of 1 4, any deviation should be
approved by management.

Visible clippings that may be left following mowing operations shall be removed from the site
each visit. Discharging grass clippings into beds, tree rings or maintenance strips is prohibited

and if it occurs, they shall be removed prior to the end of each service day.

Contractor will take special care to prevent damage to plant material as a result of the mowing.
Contractor is responsible for damages they cause while mowing.
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Edging

Sidewalks, curbs, and concrete slabs, and other paved surfaces will be edged in conjunction with
mowing operations each time. Beds, tree rings, and other landscape edges will be edged once
during each detail rotation, every three weeks. Edging is defined as removal of unwanted turf
and vegetation along the above borders by use of a mechanical edger. String trimmers are not to
be used for edging and a proper edger will be used. Care will be taken to maintain bed edges as
designed in either straight or curvilinear lines.

String Trimming

String Trimming shall be performed around road signs, guard posts, trees, shrubs, utility poles,
and other obstacles where mowers cannot reach. Grass shall be trimmed to the same desired
height as determined by the turf height specifications. String trimming shall be completed with
each mowing cycle.

Maintaining grass-free areas by use of chemicals may be the preferred method in certain
applications. Such use will only be done with prior approval of the CDD management.

Ponds banks will be trimmedto the edge of water.

Blowing

When using mechanicalgblowers to clean curbs, sidewalks and other paved surfaces, care must
be taken to prevent blowing grass clippings into beds, onto|vehicles or onto other hardscape
surfaces. In addition, care also must be taken to disrupt mulch from beds and any mulch blown
out of beds must be placed back and raked smooth.

DamagePrevention/Repair

Special care shall be taken to protect building foundations, fencing, light poles, sign posts,
monuments and other hardscape elements from mowing, edging or string trimming equipment
damage. Contractor will agree to have repairs made by specialized contractors or reimburse the
CDD or homeowners within 30 days for any damage to property caused by their crew members
or equipment.

Detailing

The contractor will completely detail the entire property once every three weeks at minimum.
The exception will be the entrances and any other high profile or focal areas which should be
tended to each week the crew is onsite. The detailing process will include trimming, pruning and
shaping of all shrubbery, ornamental trees and groundcover, removal of tree suckers, structural
pruning or cutbacks of select varieties of plant material and ornamental grasses as directed, as
well as the defining of bed lines, tree rings and the removal of all unwanted vegetation. A detail
crew will be onsite at least one day per week 42-52 times per year as needed to accomplish the
full amount of detail rotations.

Pruning
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Prune trees, shrubs and groundcovers to encourage healthy growth and create a natural
appearance. Prune to control the new plant growth, maintain the desired plant shape and remove
dead, damaged, or diseased portions of the plant.

Use only hand pruners or loppers on trees and shrubs, particularly groundcover Juniper varieties.
Hand shears or Topiary shears will be the preferred method of trimming most formal shrubs.
Only use power shears on formal hedges where previous practice was to shear, or as directed by
the CDD management.

Pruning of trees up to a height of 12 feet is included in the scope of the work. If pruning is
required above the height of 12 feet, contractor shall propose an extra service to the CDD
representative and acquire approval prior to performing the work. The branching height of trees
shall be raised only for the following reasons:

Provide clearance for pedestrians, vehicles, mowers and buildings. Minimum 8ft of clearance is
required along all walkways and parking areas. Maintain clearance from shrubs in bed areas.
Improve visibility in parking lots and around entries. Street trees shall be maintained at a height
of 14’ for vehicle clearance.

Prune trees to remove weak branching patterns and provide corrective' pruning for proper
development. Cut back to the/branch collar without leaving stubs. Provide clean and flush cut
with no tearing of the tree bark.

Prune to contain perimeter'growth within intended bed areas. Established groundecover shall be
maintained 47" to 6 away from adjacent hardscape and turf. Bevel or roll leading edges to avoid
creating a harsh boxed look: Mature groundcover shall be maintained at a consistent, level height
to provide a/smooth and even appearance and separation from adjacent plant material.

Structural pruning will be required for several varieties,of plants bi-annually, annually or semi-
annually to maintain their scale and performance within the landscape. The methodology
employed is to structurally prune one plant group throughout the entire property during the
sectional detail rotation. All needed structural pruning will be done once per year at minimum.
All Ornamental Grasses are to be haystack cut one time per year.

Crepe Myrtles are to be trimmed once per year in the winter months. Trimming should include
removal of old blooms, sucker growth and any cross branching. Trimming should be done in

such a way that cuts are no less than 12 away from previous year’s cuts.

Pruning of all palms less than 15 in height will be included in the sectional rotation. Pruning
consists of removal of all dead fronds, seedpods, and any loose boots.

Weed Control

Bed areas are to be left in a weed free condition after each detail service. While pre and post-
emergent chemicals are acceptable means of control, weeds in bed areas larger than 3 shall be
pulled by hand or string trimmed.
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Hardscape cracks and expansion joints are to be sprayed in conjunction with the detail cycle to
control weeds. Chemical practices shall not be a substitute for hand weeding where the latter is
required.

Trash Removal

Removing trash from all landscape areas will be the responsibility of the contractor. The
contractor will remove trash from all focal areas, including medians, around amenity areas, and
monuments every visit. Other trash will be removed during normal detail rotations. Contractor
will also be responsible to empty all trash cans and replenish all dog bags and liners at all CDD
parks and dog parks. Dog parks are to be serviced weekly.

Policing

Contractor will police the grounds during each service visit to remove trash, debris and fallen
tree litter as needed prior to mowing and edging. Contractor is not responsible for removal of
excessive storm debris which would be performed with prior approval with a supplemental
proposal.

As neededythe contractor willidedicate supplemental personnel and specialized equipment to the
removal of seasonal leaf drop from all landscape and hardscape areas during the months of
November through April.

All litter shall be removed from the property and disposed of off-site.
Communication

Daily, the contractor will communicate with the CDD representative for any landscape issues
requiring immediate attention.

Communication is of the utmost importance. The contractor will provide a weekly written report
in a form approved by the CDD representative which highlights the main aspects of the previous
week’s maintenance activities. This can just be a checklist sent via email on Fridays or Mondays.

When requested by CDD management, the contractor will provide a Monthly Service Calendar
for the upcoming period. A copy of the preceding month’s Irrigation Maintenance report
and Lawn and Ornamental Fertilization report will be provided monthly. A copy of these
documents should be submitted to the CDD representative by the Sth of each month
electronically, or in person. This is only necessary should management request, likely due to
performance concerns, however the vendor should always have them should management
request.

Contractor agrees to take part in regular weekly, bi-weekly or monthly inspections, as decided
by CDD management, of the property to ensure their performance is satisfactory. Contractor also
agrees to complete any work that appears on punch lists resulting from inspections or reviews
within three weeks of receiving them. Contractor will have their Account Manager participate on
its behalf and have their Lawn and Ornamental and Irrigation Managers or Technicians available
for inspection meetings as needed or requested by CDD management.
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Staffing

The Contractor shall have a well-experienced Foreman/Supervisor supervising all work onsite.
This person should have knowledge of horticultural practices and be capable of properly
supervising others. The Foreman/Supervisor should communicate regularly, daily when needed,
with CDD management. Further, in order to maintain continuity, the same Foreman/Supervisor
shall direct the scheduled maintenance operations throughout the year. Any anticipated changes
in supervisory personnel shall be brought to the attention of the CDD representative prior to any
such change. The intent is for maintenance personnel to familiarize themselves with the site.

The crew members should be properly trained to carry out their assigned task and should work
in a safe professional manner. Each crew member should be in full uniform at all times.

Contractor is expected to staff the property with trained personnel experienced in commercial
landscape maintenance. All personnel applying fertilizers, insecticides, herbicides, and
fungicides must be certified by the state of FL. These individuals should be Best Management
Practices Certified and hold a Limited Certification for Urban Landscape Commercial Fertilizer
or a Certified Pest Control Operator or an employee with an ID card working under the
supervision of a CPCO.

Contractor agrees to screen all erew members for criminal background. 'Also, contractor agrees
to follow all INS guidelines for hiring and to maintain an 1-9 and other required documents on
each employee.

Holidays observed thatydd not require staffing include New Year’s Day, Memorial Day,
Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, and any other day agreed
to by CDD Management. Normal working hours are from 7:00 AM until 7:00 PM. No power
equipment will be operated near homes before 9:00 AM. Efforts will be made such that ALL
work performed around the Amenity Areas and pool area is to be completed prior to busy
attendance hours. Saturdays will be made available for.makeup work due to inclement weather
from 8:00 AM until 5 PM.

COMPONENT “B” — TURF CARE PROGRAM

St. Augustine

Turf: Apply insecticide and custom fertilizer to all turf areas six (6) times per year; granular or
liquid products may be used depending on weather conditions. Full guarantee against most
damaging insects; this includes additional applications for the control of Chinch Bugs, Army
Worms, Sod Webworms and Grubs. Exclusions to this warranty are Nematodes, Mole Crickets,
Acts of God, or irrigation related problems. Should the fertilizer streak due to misapplication, it
will be re-sprayed at no additional charge.

Shrubs: Three applications that consist of fertilization and pest control granular or liquid
depending on weather conditions.

Weeds: Herbicide will be applied to St Augustine sod areas for control of broadleaf weeds.

Application Requirements: Fertilization
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Contractor will submit a schedule of materials to be used under this program along with
application rates. The annual program will include a maximum of 4 1bs. of N/1000 square feet
with a minimum of 50% slow release and a high Potassium blend in the fall fertilization to
promote root development unless soil samples indicate the presence of sufficient Potassium. The
winter liquid fertilization should contain a maximum of .51bs of N/1000 square feet.

Bermuda

Turf: Apply insecticide and custom fertilizer to all turf areas six (6) times per year; granular or
liquid products may be used depending on weather conditions. Full guarantee against most
damaging insects; this includes additional applications for the control of Chinch Bugs, Army
Worms, Sod Webworms and Grubs. Exclusions to this warranty are Nematodes, Mole Crickets,
Acts of God, or irrigation related problems. Should the fertilizer streak due to misapplication, it
will be re-sprayed at no additional charge.

Weeds: Herbicide will be applied to Bermuda sod areas for control of broadleat weeds.

Herbicide application is included in all applications when temps are below 90 degrees.
Typically, October, January, and April. Rotate the following products based on weeds present.
Blindside, Celsius Extra, & Trimec 992. Other products may be used if approved by management.

Bahia — Where Applicable (Irrigated Areas Only)

Application Schedule - Minimum schedule, if more is needed it is up to the contractor to
recommend.

Monthly Application Schedule - Bahia
e March: Complete liquid fertilizer and broadleaf weed control to include blanket pre-
emergent herbicide application.
e __dune: Chelated Iron applicationiand Mole Cricket control.
e October: Complete liquid fertilizer and broadleat weed control to include blanket pre-
emergent.

Application Requirements: Fertilization

Contractor will submit a schedule of materials to be used under this program along with
application rates. Annual program will include a minimum of 2 lbs. of N/1000 square feet with
a minimum of 30% slow release and a high Potassium blend in the late summer fertilization to
promote root development unless soil samples indicate the presence of sufficient potassium.

Insect/Disease Control

The reduction of irrigation water during the winter season will dramatically reduce the potential
for fungus/disease problems. Contractor will be responsible to manage settings of irrigation
timers.

Supplemental insecticide applications will be provided in addition to the normal preventive
programs needed to provide control.
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Weed Control

Weed control will be limited to the broadleaf variety and sedge type grasses under this program.

Contractor shall alert management of outbreaks of Crabgrass, Bermuda, Alexander and Dove
grasses. Failure to do so will make the contractor liable for resulting turf loss. Supplemental
insecticide applications will be provided in addition to the normal preventive program as needed
to provide control.

Warranty

If the grass covered under this turf care program dies due to insect infestation, disease or improper
fertilizer application, the affected grass will be replaced at no charge. Contractor will not be held
responsible for turf loss due to conditions beyond their control. This includes nematodes, diseases such
as Take-All Root Rot and weeds such as Crabgrass which are untreatable with currently available
chemicals, high traffic areas, drainage problems, or acts of God. In the event these conditions exist, the
contractor is responsible to employ whatever cultural practices can be reasonably performed to extend
the life of the affected material.

All fertilizers utilized under this program are to be custom blended with a balanced nutrient package. A
complete minor and trace element package will be included with each application to ensure that all the
requirements of grasses are met. If soil samples indicate a high pH, all fertilizers utilized will be Sulphur
coated products.

All hardscape surfaces are to be blown off immediately following a fertilizer application to prevent
staining. The irrigation system will'be fully operattonal prior to any fertilizer application.

Soil testing will be carried out when needed /at contractors’ recommendation. Any changes to the
fertilization schedule, products used, or teechniques will be discussed with CDD management and agreed
to by CDD management.

COMPONENT “C” — TREE/SHRUB CARE PROGRAM

Application Schedule — Trees and Shrubs

Monthly Application Schedule -
e March/April: Insect/disease control/fertilization. May/June: Insect/disease control as needed.
e July/August: Minor nutrient blend with insect/disease control.
e October: Disease control as needed December. Insect/disease control/fertilization as needed.

Application Requirements: Fertilization

Contractor will submit a schedule of materials to be used under this program along with application
rates. Fertilizers selected must be appropriate for the plant material to be fertilized such as an acid
forming fertilizer for Azaleas which require a lower soil pH.

Contractor will submit a schedule of materials to be used under this program along with application
rates. Annual program will include a minimum of 50% slow-release Nitrogen and a high Potassium
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blend in the fall fertilization to promote root development unless soil sample results indicate the presence
of sufficient Potassium.

All fertilizers utilized under this program are to be custom blended with a balanced nutrient package. A
complete minor and trace element package will be included with each application to ensure that all the
requirements of plant material are met. If soil samples indicate a high pH, all fertilizers utilized will be
Sulphur coated products.

This program covers all fertility requirements on all existing shrubs and palms, as well as all newly
installed shrubs, trees, and palms up to 35°. All native trees or transplanted trees over 35” in overall
height will require special consideration and are therefore excluded from this program.

There will be a deep root feeding on an as needed basis to establish newly planted trees. Fertilizer will
be distributed evenly under the drip zone of each plant. Special care will be taken not to “clump” fertilizer
neither at the base nor in the crown of plants.

The irrigation system will be fully operational prior to any fertilizer application.

Soil testing will be carried out when needed at contractors’ recommendation. Any changes to the
fertilization schedule, products used, or techniques will be discussed with CDD management and agreed

to by CDD management.

Insect/Disease Control

Insect and disease control is intended to mean a thorough inspection of all'plantings for the presence of
insect or disease actiyity and the appropriate treatment applied. All insect and disease infestations require
follow-up applications for control and are included 1n this program.

Contractor is responsible for the continuous monitoring for the presence of damaging insects or disease.
Any problems noted between regularly secheduled visits will be treated as a service call and responded
to within 48 hours. Service calls due to active infestations are included in this program.

This program covers all disease and insect activity on all existing shrubs and palms, as well as all newly
installed shrubs, trees, and palms up to 35°. All native trees or transplanted trees over 35” in overall
height will require special consideration and are therefore excluded from this program.

Contractor will be required to apply all pesticides in accordance with labeled directions including the
use of any Personal Protective Equipment.

Warranty

If a plant or tree dies from insect or disease damage while under this Tree/Shrub Care Program, it will
be replaced with one that is reasonably available by the contractor if it is reasonably decided to be from
negligence by the contractor determined by CDD management. Exclusions to this warranty would be
Acts of God, along with pre- existing conditions, i.e. soil contamination or poor drainage, nematodes,
borers, locusts and insects such as Asian Cycad Scale. Also excluded are diseases such as Verticillium
and Fusarium Wilt, TPDD, Lethal Bronzing, Entomosporium Leaf Spot Fungus and Downey Mildew
that are untreatable with currently available chemicals. In the event these conditions exist, the contractor
is responsible to promptly report any detection to the CDD representative.
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COMPONENT “D” — IRRIGATION MAINTENANCE

Frequency of Service

Contractor will perform the following itemized services under “Specifications” on a monthly basis
completing 25% of the inspection each week. The irrigation inspection should be performed during the
same week(s) each month. Repairs under $500 should be carried out each month with just verbal
confirmation. Anything over $500 requires written approval.

Specifications

e Activate each zone of the system.

e Visually check for any damaged heads or heads needing repair.

e Visually check all landscape areas irrigated with Netafim drip lines to ensure proper water flow
and pressure.

e C(lean filters located at each zone valve monthly if applicable. Clean, straighten or adjust any
heads not functioning properly.

e Straighten, re-attach to bracing and touch up paint on riser heads as needed. Report any valve or
valve boxithat may be damaged in any way.

e [Leave areas in which repairs or adjustments are made free of debris.

e Adjust controllers to the watering needs 'as dictated by weather conditions, seasonal
requirements, and water management district restrictions including adjusting of rain sensors.

e Contractor will provide a written report of the findings by zone.

e Repairs that become neeessary and that are/over and above the routine monthly inspections will
be done on a time and material basis. Hourly irrigation repair rates will be defined in the overall
landscape maintenance contract.

e Request for authorization must be submitted to the CDD representative for approval. A
description of the prgblem, its location and estimated cost should be included. All repairs must
be,approved by the CDD representative prior to imitiating .any work. It is up to CDD
management’s discretion to allow the contractor to proceed with repairs at an agreed threshold
without prior approval.

Service Calls

Service Calls required between scheduled visits will be billed on a time and material basis at the rates
extra pricing rates.

When not an emergency, request for authorization must be submitted in written form to the CDD
representative for approval. A description of the problem, its location and estimated cost should be
included. All repairs must be approved by the CDD representative prior to initiating any work.

Contractor will pay special attention during irrigation (IMC) maintenance inspections to ensure that
sprinkler heads are positioned so that water does not spray directly onto buildings, windows, or parking
areas.

Contractor will be held responsible for any accident that arises from the over spray of water on hard
surfaces if it is determined that the contractor was negligent in performing monthly irrigation
maintenance.
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Damage resulting from contractor’s crews working on the property (i.e., mower and edger cuts) will be
repaired at no charge to the CDD within 24 hours of being detected.

Contractor shall not be held responsible for any system failure caused by lightning, construction work,
pre-existing conditions, freeze or other acts of God.

Contractor shall not be held responsible for damage to the landscape caused by mandatory water
restrictions placed on the property by the governing water management district.

Contractor will visually inspect the irrigation system weekly while performing routine maintenance.
Contractor will provide a 24 hour “Emergency” number for irrigation repairs.

Contractor shall take all required readings from meters or at pump stations as required and work with
the CDD representative to file all quarterly and/or semi-annual reports to the Water Management
District.

COMPONENT “E” — ADDITIONAL SERVICES

To be priced separately but as part of the landscape_contract. These services are subject to bids at
management’s discretion at'any point:

Note: Additional services work is (to be consideted as a supplement of the overall Landscape
Maintenance contract. All Special Services work is to be performed by supplemental erews. CDD
management can bid out these services at their discretion and work is to be completed according to this
scope, or as CDD Management agtees. In addition, contractors should and are expected to recommend
when they believe these services should be carried out in their bid documents!

Additionally, all “Additional Services” will be billed in the month they are performed as a separate line
item on that month’s invoice. Additional services costs will not bespread out across the full annual
contract.

E.1-Bedding Plants — Annuals (If Applicable)

The nature and purpose of “Flower Beds” is to draw attention to the display. The highest level of
attention should be placed on their on-going care.

Schedule

The most appropriate seasonal annuals will be used. A standard yearly rotation includes but is
not limited to: All flower beds on the property will be changed out four (4) times per year during
the months of January, April, July, and October. Changes to the amounts of annuals, rotations
timing, or date of installation can be made at CDD management discretion.

Contractor recognizes that flower beds are intended to highlight and beautify high profile areas
and should be selected for color, profusion, and display.

All newly planted beds will have a minimum of 50% of the plants in bloom at the time of
installation and they shall be 4 2 individual pots.
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Contractor will obtain prior approval of plant selection from the CDD representative 2 weeks
before installation.

Installation

Plants are to be installed utilizing a triangular spacing of 9” O.C. between plants.

Annually, prior to the Spring change out, existing soil will be removed to a depth of 6” in all
annual beds and replaced with a clean growing medium composed of 60% peat and 40% fine

aged Pine Bark.

All beds will be cleaned, and hand or machine cultivated to a depth of 6” prior to the installation
of new plants.

Create a 2” trench where the edge of the bed is adjacent to turf or hardscape.

A granular time-release fertilizer and a granular systemic fungicide will be incorporated into the
bedding soil at the time of installation.

All'beds should be covered with 17 layer of Pine bark Fines after planting.
Follow-up applications of fertilizer, fungicide and insecticide are provided as needed.

Annuals that require replacement due to gver-irrigation or under-irrigation will be replaced
immediately by contracteswithout charge to the CDD.

Maintenance

Flower beds unique to the property will be reviewed daily or at each service visit for the
following:

e Removal of all litter and debris.

e Beds are to remain weed — free at all times.

e All declining blooms are to be removed immediately.

e Inspect for the presence of insect or disease activity and treat immediately.

Seed heads are to be removed from plants as soon as they appear. “Pinching” of certain varieties

weekly is to be a part of the on-going maintenance as well. Frequent “pinching” will result in
healthier, more compact plants.

Prolific bloomers such as Salvia require that 10% to 20% of healthy blooms are to be removed
weekly.

Pre-emergent herbicides are not to be used in annual beds.
Contractor guarantees the survivability and performance of all annual plantings for a period of

90 days. Any plant that fails to perform during this period will be immediately replaced at the
contractor’s expense.
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Warranty

Any bedding plant that dies due to insect damage or disease will be replaced under warranty.
Exclusions to this warranty would be freeze, theft, or vandalism.

E.2 - Bed Dressing
Application of designated mulching to community bed spaces.
Schedule

Mulching will be carried out Once per year. Once in the fall. The most desirable month is Early
November. Mulch will be priced “per yard”. Application will be completed within a two-week
time period.

Installation

Prior to application, areas will be prepared by, removing all foreign debris and establishing a
defined, uniform edge toall'béd and tree rings as well as a 1”7 to 2 deep trench along all'hardscape
surfaces to include equipment pads, in order t0 hold the mulch in place. Bed dressing should be
installed in weed free beds that have been properly edged and prepared.

Bed Dressing should be installed to maintain a 27 thickness in all bed @areas, including tree rings
in lawn areas and maintenafice strips unless'otherwise directed by the CDD representative. Some
areas will require more muleh than others. Focal ‘areas are to be priotitized. If at any point the
application does not allow enough yards to maintain 2-inch depth across beds, then an additional
proposal will be created by the contractor for the additional needed yards.

E.3 - Palm Trimming Schedule

Specimen Date Palms such as Phoenix varieties (i.e. Dactylifera, Sylvester, Senegal Date, etc.)
in excess of 12’ will be trimmed up to two times per year in June and/or December as needed.
All vegetation will be removed from their trunk and nuts and loose or excessive boots will be
removed and/or cross cut during this process. Contractor will monitor for disease and recommend

treatment if necessary.

All palms less than 15° will be trimmed as needed by the detail crew during the regular detail
rotation as outlined in General Services.

Washingtonia palms in excess of 15’ will be trimmed up to two times per year in the months of
February and August as needed.

All palms other than Washingtonia, in excess 15’ will be trimmed up to once per year in the
month of August.

Trimming shall include removal of all dead fronds, loose boots and seed stalks.
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Trim palms so that the lowest remaining fronds are left at a ten and two o’clock profile or nine
and three o’clock at the discretion of management. “Hurricane” cuts are only to be done at the
direction of the CDD representative.

When trimming, cut the frond close to the trunk without leaving “stubs”.

It is imperative that the contractor use clean and sanitized tools, sanitizing their tools thoroughly
from tree to tree.

AN AMENDED AND RESTATED RESOLUTION OF THE
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE WELLNESS RIDGE

AUTHORIZING A PETITION BE FILED WITH THE CITY
OF CLERMONT, FLORIDA, PURSUANT TO SECTION
190.046, FLORIDA STATUTES, TO CONTRACT THE
BOUNDARIES OF THE WELLNESS RIDGE COMMUNITY
DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT; REQUESTING THAT THE
CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CLERMONT, FLORIDA,
ADOPT A NON-EMERGENCY ORDINANCE TO AMEND
CITY ORDINANCE NO. 2022-018 AND PROVIDE FOR THE
CONTRACTION OF THE BOUNDARIES OF THE
WELLNESS RIDGE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT
DISTRICT; DIRECTING THE DISTRICT MANAGER AND
DISTRICT COUNSEL TO TAKE APPROPRIATE ACTION
TO PREPARE AND FILE THE PETITION IN A TIMELY
MANNER AND TO COOPERATE WITH THE CITY OF
CLERMONT TO CONTRACT THE BOUNDARIES OF THE
WELLNESS RIDGE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT
DISTRICT; APPROVING THE EXECUTION OF A
FUNDING AGREEMENT WITH THE OWNER OF THE
PROPERTY SUBJECT TO THE CONTRACTION PETITION
TO PAY THE COST FOR THE CONTRACTION;
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING AN
EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Wellness Ridge Community Development District (the “District”) was
established by City Ordinance No. 2022-018, adopted on May 10, 2022 (the “Establishment
Ordinance”) of the City Council of the City of Clermont (the “City”); and

WHEREAS, the District is located wholly within the boundaries of the City; and

WHEREAS, the majority landowner in the District is Lennar Homes, LLC, a Florida
limited liability company (the “Lennar”); and

WHEREAS, Lennar has requested that the boundaries of the District be contracted, to
remove a parcel of land as shown on the schematic diagram attached hereto as Exhibit “A”; (the
“Contraction Parcel”); and

WHEREAS, Lennar has agreed to pay the costs incurred by the District in preparing a
petition and obtaining an ordinance from the City to contract the boundaries of the District and the
District has prepared a Funding Agreement which, as of the date of this Amended and Restated
Resolution 2025-05, has already been executed and is in effect for all work related to the prior
request by Lennar to expand and subsequently contract the boundaries of the District; all work



completed to date and through the approval of the Contraction by the City shall be covered under
the Funding Agreement, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit “B;”

WHEREAS, the District's Board of Supervisors finds that it is in the best interest of the
District that its boundaries be contracted; and

WHEREAS, the District desires to authorize and direct the District Manager and the
District Counsel to prepare the necessary Petition to the City, including all necessary revisions to
reflect the requested removal of the expansion parcel, to comply with the provisions of Chapter
190, Florida Statutes for the effective Contraction of the boundaries of the District and to delegate
authority to finalize and execute such Petition to the Chairman and Vice Chairman.

WHEREAS, Resolution 2025-05, originally adopted by the District's Board of Supervisors
on February 26, 2025, is being amended and restated in its entirety to reflect a change requested
by Lennar to remove the expansion parcel from the Petition previously submitted to the City to
reflect only a contraction of the boundaries of the District.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE
WELLNESS RIDGE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT:

SECTION 1. INCORPORATION OF RECITALS. All of the representations,
findings, and determinations contained within the above Recitals of this Resolution are recognized
as true and accurate, and are expressly incorporated into this Resolution.

SECTION 2. AUTHORIZATION FOR PETITION. The District hereby authorizes a
Petition be filed with the City pursuant to Section 190.046, Florida Statutes to contract the
boundaries of the District to remove the lands, as described in Exhibit “A” attached to this
Resolution.

SECTION 3. REQUEST FOR ACTION. The District hereby requests, and such request
shall be repeated in the Petition, that the City adopt a non-emergency ordinance in accord with
Section 190.046, Florida Statutes, amending the Establishment Ordinance and providing for the
Contraction of the boundaries of the District.

SECTION 4. DIRECTION TO DISTRICT STAFF. Subject to the condition that
Lennar execute the Funding Agreement, in a form substantially similar to the draft form, the
District Manager, District Counsel and District Engineer are hereby authorized and directed by the
Board to: (i) to prepare and file the Petition in a timely manner, (ii) obtain the consent and other
necessary documentation from Lennar and/or any other owner of the Contraction Parcel (iii) work
with all necessary parties to transmit this Resolution to the City along with the Petition to contract
the boundaries of the District and (iv) to take all appropriate actions and make all necessary filings
to effectuate the Contraction of the boundaries of the District consistent with the terms of this
Resolution and pursuant to law, including but not limited to, all previous work on the expansion
parcel and the necessary revisions to remove the expansion parcel from the Petition and related
documents submitted to the City.



SECTION 5. BOARD MEMBER AUTHORIZATION. Upon District Staff’s review
and approval of the Petition, the Funding Agreement and any documentation reasonably associated
filing of the Petition as described herein, an Authorized Board Member, as hereinafter defined, is
authorized to enter into and execute, on behalf of the District, such Petition and documentation.
The terms and conditions of all documents to be executed in connection with any of the foregoing
shall be determined by the District Staff, or an Authorized Board Member with the approval of
District Staff, and the execution and delivery of any such document or instrument by an Authorized
Board Member shall constitute conclusive evidence that the terms and conditions contained in said
documents or instruments have been approved by the District. The Chairman and Vice-Chairman
of the District shall be deemed “Authorized Board Members” for the purposes of this Resolution.

SECTION 6. RESOLUTION 2025-05. The District hereby approves this Amended and
Restated Resolution 2025-05, which amends and restates in its entirety Resolution 2025-05,
originally adopted by the District's Board of Supervisors on February 26, 2025, to reflect the
contraction of the boundaries of the District as described herein.

SECTION 7. SEVERABILITY. Should any court of competent jurisdiction find or hold
any one or more provisions of this Resolution to be invalid or unenforceable, then such provision
or provisions, as the case may be, shall not affect the validity or enforceability of the remaining
portions of this Resolution, or any part thereof.

SECTION 8. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon

the passage and adoption of this Resolution by the Board of Supervisors of the Wellness Ridge
Community Development District.

EXHIBIT A
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FUNDING AGREEMENT BETWEEN
WELLNESS RIDGE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT
AND DEVELOPER

THIS FUNDING AGREEMENT (this "Agreement") is made and effective this 4th day
of December, 2024, by and between WELLNESS RIDGE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT
DISTRICT, a local unit of special-purpose government established pursuant to Chapter 190,
Florida Statutes, being situated in the City of Clermont, Lake County, Florida, (the “District”) and
LENNAR HOMES, LLC, a Florida limited liability company, located at 6675 Westwood
Boulevard, 5™ Floor, Orlando, Florida 32821 (hereinafter the “Developer” and, together with the
District, the “Parties™).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the Weliness Ridge Community Development District (the “District”) is a
local unit of special-purpose government established pursuant to the Uniform Community
Development District Act of 1980, Chapter 190, Florida Statutes (the “Act”); The District was
created by the City of Clermont by the adoption of City Ordinance No. 2022-018 (Documentary
No. 2022070534) adopted on May 10, 2022; and

WHEREAS, MILLROSE PROPERTIES FLORIDA, LLC, a Florida limited liability
company, located at 5505 Waterford District Drive, Miami, Florida 33126 (“Millrose™), is the
owner of certain undeveloped land adjacent to but currently outside the boundary of the District,
known as [SWAP Property]; and

WHEREAS, Millrose is a wholly owned subsidiary of Developer and/or an affiliate of
Developer; and

WHEREAS, Millrose and Developer desire to have the [SWAP Property] included within
the boundary of the District (hereinafter “Expansion Property”); and

WHEREAS, the District requires that the Developer enter into a funding agreement to pay
for all engineering, legal, administrative and other costs related to the expansion of the District
boundary and the filing of a petition to expand with the City of Clermont (hereinafter “the
Petition”); and

WHEREAS, Developer and the District desire to enter into this Agreement to provide the
District such funding relating to the Expansion Property and the filing of the Petition; and

NOW THEREFORE, based upon good and valuable consideration and the mutual
covenants of the Parties, the receipt of which and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged,
the Parties agree as follows:

1. Incorporation of Recitals. The recitals stated above are true and correct and by
this reference are incorporated herein as a material part of this Agreement.

Wellness Ridge CDD / Lennar Homes, LLC 1
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2. Provision of Funds. Developer agrees to make available to the District such
monies as are necessary to proceed with the filing of the Petition and all other related work related
to the Expansion Property as follows:

A. Developer agrees to provide to the District any such monies upon receipt of
an invoice from the District requesting such funds, as invoiced pursuant to
an agreement or engagement letter approved by the District. Such funds,
and all future funds provided pursuant to this Agreement, may be supplied
by check, cash, wire transfer or other form of payment deemed satisfactory
in the sole discretion of the District as determined by the District Manager.
Developer authorizes the District to direct District staff, including the
District Engineer, District Manager and other professional assistance as
may be necessary, to proceed with the work contemplated by this
Agreement.

B. Developer and the District agree that all fees, costs or other expenses
incurred by the District for the services of the District Engineer, District
Manager, District Counsel or other professionals for the work contemplated
by this Agreement shall be paid solely from the funds provided by
Developer pursuant to this Agreement. Such payments shall be made in
accordance with the District’s normal invoice and payment procedures. The
District agrees that any funds provided by Developer pursuant to this
Agreement shall be used solely for fees, costs, and expenses arising from or
related to the work contemplated by this Agreement.

C. Developer agrees to provide funds within fourteen (14) days of receipt of
written notification from the District Manager of the need for such funds.

D. In the event the Developer fails to provide any such funds pursuant to this
Agreement, Developer and the District agree the work may be halted until
such time as sufficient funds are provided by Developer to ensure payment
of the costs, fees or expenses which may be incurred in the performance of
such work. The District may, in its discretion, place a lien on property
(requiring payment as additional assessments) in the District owned by
Developer, if such funds are not paid within ninety (90) days of the demand
therefor.

3. Termination. Any of the Parties hereto may terminate this Agreement without
cause by providing ten (10) days' written notice of termination. Any such termination by
Developer is contingent upon Developer’s provision of sufficient funds to cover any and all fees,
costs or expenses incurred by the District in connection with the work to be performed under this
Agreement as of the date by when notice of termination is received.

4. Default. A default by any party under this Agreement shall entitle the other party
to all remedies available at law or in equity, which may include, but not be limited to, the right of
damages.

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5. Enforcement of Agreement. In the event that any of the Parties is required to
enforce this Agreement by court proceedings or otherwise, then the prevailing party shall be
entitled to recover all fees and costs incurred, including reasonable attorney’s fees and costs for
trial, alternative dispute resolution, or appellate proceedings.

6. Agreement. This instrument shall constitute the final and complete expression of
this Agreement between the Parties relating to the subject matter of this Agreement.

7. Amendments. Amendments to and waivers of the provisions contained in this
Agreement may be made only by an instrument in writing which is executed by all of the Parties
hereto.

8. Authorization, The execution of this Agreement has been duly authorized by the
appropriate body or official of all Parties hereto, each party has complied with all the requirements
of law, and each party has full power and authority to comply with the terms and provisions of this
instrument.

9. Notices. All notices, requests, consents and other communications hereunder
(“Notices”) shall be in writing and shall be delivered, mailed by First Class Mail, postage prepaid,
or overnight delivery service, to the parties, as follows:

Except as otherwise provided herein, any Notice shall be deemed received only upon actual
delivery at the address set forth herein. Notices delivered after 5:00 p.m. (at the place of delivery)
or on a non-business day, shall be deemed received on the next business day. If any time for giving
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Notice contained in this Agreement would otherwise expire on a non-business day, the Notice
period shall be extended to the next succeeding business day. Saturdays, Sundays and legal
holidays recognized by the United States government shall not be regarded as business days.
Counsel for the Parties may deliver Notice on behalf of the Parties. Any party or other person to
whom Notices are to be sent or copied may notify the other Parties and addressees of any change
in name or address to which Notices shall be sent by providing the same on five (5) days' written
notice to the Parties and addressees set forth herein.

10.  Third Party Beneficiaries. This Agreement is solely for the benefit of the formal
Parties hereto and no right or cause of action shall accrue upon or by reason hereof, to or for the
benefit of any third party not a formal party hereto. Nothing in this Agreement expressed or
implied is intended or shall be construed to confer upon any person or entity other than the Parties
hereto any right, remedy or claim under or by reason of this Agreement or any provisions or
conditions hereof; and all the provisions, representations, covenants and conditions herein
contained shall inure to the sole benefit of and shall be binding upon the Parties hereto and their
respective representatives, successors and assigns.

11.  Assignment. None of the parties hereto may assign this Agreement or any monies
to become due hereunder without the prior written approval of the other parties. Any purported
assignment without such prior written approval shall be void.

12.  Controlling Law; Venue. This Agreement and the provisions contained herein
shall be construed, interpreted and controlled according to the laws of the State of Florida. Venue
for any action arising hereunder shall be in a court of appropriate jurisdiction in Lake County,
Florida.

13.  Effective Date. The Agreement shall be effective after execution by all Parties
hereto and shall remain in effect unless terminated by any of the Parties hereto.

14.  Sovereign Immunity. Nothing contained herein shall cause or be construed as a
waiver of the District’s sovereign immunity or limitations on liability granted pursuant to section
768.28, Florida Statutes, or other law, and nothing in this Agreement shall inure to the benefit of
any third party for the purpose of allowing any claim which could otherwise be barred under the
Doctrine of Sovereign Immunity or by operation of law.

15.  Public Records. The Developer understands and agrees that all documents of any
kind provided to the District or to District Staff in connection with the work contemplated under
this Agreement are public records and are treated as such in accordance with Florida law.
